When it comes to a competitive situation, whether it be a local playoff or all-star tournament representing the community, always remember the
players.  HKYB wants to be competitive in the State, so playing the best players in the best positions is expected. Do not show favoritism to your
child, or any other player. It only takes away from those players who are talented and deserve to excel.  It is the coach’s responsibility to put the best
team forward.  If there is an argument with a parent for any reason, take the argument off the field after the game or ask to discuss the issue later.
Ask the umpire for assistance in needed.
